Spittal lies on the
A1o0 motorway between
Salzburg and Villach, Kla-
genfurt on the A2 motor-
way between Graz and Vil-
lach. For Feldkirchen, take
Route 94 from Villach or
Route g5 from Klagenfurt.

Bus connections between
towns are usually not as
good as train connections.

In order to reach
the CUAS campus in Vil-
lach, it is recommended
to take bus number 3 from
the main train station in
Villach to the bus stop “St.
Magdalen  Technologie-
park”. All the other univer-
sity campuses are in wal-
king distance to the local
main train station.



VISAINFORMATION AND RESIDENCE PERMIT

APPLICATION BEFORE ENTRY (FOR NON-EU STUDENTS)

You are required to apply for the residence permit in per-
son at the responsible Austrian representative authority
(embassy, consulate-general) abroad before travelling
to Austria. The application will be forwarded to Austria
by the representative authority and processed by the
responsible Austrian authority. Since you have to await
the decision about your application in your country,
you should apply for the residence permit at least three
months before the date of the entrance examination.

If the residence authority in Austria decides to grant the
residence permit, it is necessary to apply for a Visa D at
the representative authority to be able to enter Austria.
The representative authority will issue the Visa D for a va-
lidity period of four months.

The following documents are necessary to apply for a
“Residence Permit — Student” (“Aufenthaltsbewilligung -
Student”):

e Completed and signed application form for a residence
permit for students , Aufenthaltsbewilligung - Student"

e Two passport-sized photographs according to the ICAO
criteria (colour photographs, size 3.5 x 4.5 cm)

e Valid passport

e Birth certificate

(Conditional) Notification of admission from Carinthia
University of Applied Sciences (Learning Agreement)

e Proof of sufficient financial means to finance your stay
[status 2020]:
o Students under 24 years of age: 533.85 Euro/month
o Students as of the age of 24: 966.65 Euro/month
(for a maximum period of 12 months in advance)

e.g. by means of a bank or savings account that can be ac-
cessed from Austria, or a declaration of liability of a person
living in Austria, or proof of purchase of travellers’ cheques
in the necessary amount, or a confirmation of the award of
a scholarship/grant.

If the accommodation costs exceed EUR 299,95/month
[status 2020], you are expected to provide evidence of
additional funds.

¢ Proof of accommodation: e.g. rental contract, private
accomodation agreement

¢ Proof of health insurance that must be valid from the
moment of entering Austria to the beginning of the
studies in Austria or the beginning of student self-in-
surance. If you not have student self-insurance, it is
mandatory to have private health insurance cover-
ing all risks. The application for student self-insurance
with the Austrian national health insurance provider
(Gebietskrankenkasse) or the private health insurance
policy has to be shown to the Austrian residence autho-
rity upon request.

¢ Police clearance certificate

The original documents have to be submitted, photo-
copied documents have to be provided upon request.
All documents have to be legalised and documents in
languages other than German have to be submitted to-
gether with legalised German translations
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EU/EEA AND SWISS CITIZENS

Entry

If the stay is shorter than 3 months, Residents of an EU/
EEA country or Switzerland do not need a visa and en-
joy the freedom of domicile (“Niederlassungsfreiheit”).
If sufficient financial means to finance the stay in Austria
and a valid health insurance (provided by the home coun-
try) covering all the necessary costs can be provided, only
avalid travel document (passport or identity card) is nee-
ded in order to enter and become resident in Austria.

Residence Regulations

If the stay in Austria lasts for more than three months
it is necessary to register with the competent residence
authority (Magistrat, Bezirkshauptmannschaft) within
four months of the stay in order to receive a confirmation
of registration.

For this confirmation of registration the following docu-
ments have to be provided:

* valid identity card or passport

e proof of a health insurance covering all the necessary
costs, e.g. European Health Insurance Card, insurance
policy

* proof of sufficient finances, e.g. by means of savings or a
bank account or traveller’s cheques

e proof of enrolment at FH Karnten (CUAS)

Attention: This confirmation of registration is required
in addition to the registration at the registration office!
(see page 35)!
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FINDING ACCOMODATION

Austria does not have a tradition of on-campus accom-
modation like in other countries. So students live either
in a students’ dormitory or in private accommodations.
In contrast to many other countries, CUAS does not auto-
matically allocate a room when students register for their
course. Instead, students have to search foraccommoda-
tion on their own.

Even though many options for arranging accommoda-
tion are available, it is recommended to start looking for
aroom as soon as possible.

DIFFERENT KINDS OF ACCOMODATION

Private shared apartments (called "Wohngemeinschaf-
ten” in German, or just “WG"). This is probably the most
popular form of accommodation, where several students
share an apartment together. Each student has their own
room, while kitchen and bathroom are shared amongst all
tenants. The occupants also share the rent. Depending on
the study location, about € 250 to € 450 per month should
be calculated for renting a flat. On www.jobwohnen.at or
https://housinganywhere.com/ you can find more infor-
mation on accommodation in shared apartments.

Dormitories

InVillach, Spittal and Klagenfurt, there are several student
dormitories. Most of them offer different types of apart-
ments (single apartments and shared apartments for two,
three or four students — usually with a private bathroom
and toilet for each student). The kitchen is a communal
room for tenants of one apartment.

Flat or apartment

Different platforms like www.willhaben.at, www.airbnb.
at, www.immobilienscout24.at or www.immowelt.at
offer a great variety of flats or apartments. Rent deposits,
ususally the equivalent of two to three months rent, are
usually required. The deposit will be returned with inter-
est when you leave, provided that the apartment is left in
good order. This usually means that minimal renovation
(often just repainting) is required and payment for this
work should be clarified with the landlord. Your payment
to the landlord, which is usually made monthly, comprises
two parts: the rent and the operating costs ("Betriebskos-
ten”), which can vary according to the consumption. The
latter can include, for example, a share of the landlord's
property tax, heat, stairwell cleaning, trash collection and
water. If the price of one of these is raised during the pe-
riod covered by the lease, the operating costs can be in-
creased accordingly. Generally electricity and gas are paid
separately, though these can sometimes also be included
in the operating costs. Sometimes, also heat is not cove-
red in the operating costs, but needs to be paid separately
(make sure to ask the landlord about the details).

If you have any questions left, the Study-Info-Center (SIC)
provides further information about accommodation, lists
of landlords and dorms (sic@fh-kaernten.at). Additional-
ly, a Facebook group has been set up where students offer
and search for rooms —so get connected with “FH Karnten
—find room/roommate in Carinthia.”

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Students applying for a visa must have proof of in-
surance covering all expenses in case of illness or
accident. It is recommended that international stu-
dents take an additional health insurance for Austria.
International students can either organize health in-
surance for Austria in their home country or pay for
Austrian national health insurance company (e.g.
GKK) upon arrival in Austria. Estimated costs are EUR
61,43 per month [status 2020]. After registering with
the GKK, an e-card will be provided, which has to be
shown when consulting a doctor (valid only for doc-
tors who have a contract with the health insurance
company; not for private practice).

Regarding activities on campus and university-rela-
ted trips, students are covered by the Austrian Natio-
nal Student Union (OH) accident insurance. Note that
this insurance does not cover all possible accidents.
Therefore, additional private insurance is necessary.

ACADEMICCALENDAR

Fall semester: 1 October — 28 February (including Christmas break, exam period, and the period where no
lectures are held). Some study programs already start the semester in September.

Spring semester: 1 March — 30 September (including exam period and the period where no lectures are held)
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ECTS

The European Credit Transfer System (ECTS) is an import-
ant instrument for increasing student mobility in Europe. It
allows easy transfer of a student’s study and work credits
between European educational partner institutions. ECTS
points are based on the workload (lectures, seminars, pro-
jects, practical work, self-study and examinations) students
required in order to achieve expected learning outcomes.
One semester in a degree program is based on a total of
30 ECTS points. 1 ECTS point usually corresponds to ap-
proximately 25 hours of work. At CUAS, each course has a
specified number of ECTS points. Find out more about the
courses and their credits on our website:

TUITION AND AUSTRIAN NATIONAL UNION OF
STUDENTS FEE

The current tuition fees at CUAS are € 363.36 per semes-
ter [status 2020]. This fee applies to all regular students
and Freemover students. Erasmus students and students
in Joint Study Programs do not have to pay tuition fees.

The Austrian National Union of Students fee is a com-
pulsory fee for all students at CUAS and also needs to be
paid by Erasmus, Joint Study and Freemover students.
The fee amounts to € 20.20 per semester [status 2020].

EXAMINATION POLICY AND ATTENDANCE

Exams can take place during the semester, but also di-
rectly after the end of a semester in February and July.
Students can retake an examination twice if they fail.

As a general rule, attendance is compulsory for each
course. In most of the courses, if you miss more than 20
percent of the course and fail the exam, you will auto-
matically have to pass the panel exam in order to pass
the course. If you are unable to attend a course due to
illness, the submission of an official doctor’s certifica-
te to the administration of the relevant School is requi-
red. In this case, the absence does not count to the 20
percent.
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WORKING IN AUSTRIA

Under certain conditions, foreign students are all-
owed to work in Austria. Possibilities for your emp-

Nearly every valley or town has its own “Kirchtag” (folk
festival). In winter, there are Christmas markets in many
places, where you can buy handmade objects and enjoy
delicious hot punch and mulled wine. At the end of win-
ter, usually in February, “Fasching” (“carnival”) takes place,
where people dress up to chase away the winter and cele-
brate the beginning of traditional Lent.

CLIMATE

Austria enjoys a moderate continental climate. Summers
are generally warm and pleasant with cool nights (average
summer temperatures of 20-35 degrees Celsius). Summer
rainfall can be quite heavy, but is usually of short duration.
Winters are sunny, with reliable and frequent snowfall,
which is the main reason for foreign tourists to spend their
holidays here in the mountains (average winter tempera-
tures around 0°C). In Carinthia, the climate is influenced by
the Mediterranean Sea. It is typically considerably warmer
and sunnier than the rest of the country. Nevertheless, in
winter, it can also get cold and snowy (perfect conditions
for skiing and other outdoor winter sports activities).

‘'S AND DON'TS IN AUSTRIA

O

It is customary to say “Hallo” (Hello), “Guten Tag”
(Good Day) or “Grifd Gott” (typical Austrian greeting)
when entering a (small) shop or restaurant.

Expect to pay cash for services in small restaurants
and hotels.

Tip the waiter/waitress after your meal; not neces-
sarly 10 percent of the total bill, but round up to the
nearest Euro.

Try to be on time or apologize if you are not. For
dinners, a 5 to 15 minutes delay would be generally
tolerated, being later than that might upset your host.

Buy a ticket for public transport. Inspectors have al-
ready heard every excuse, so everyone without a
ticket is fined.

DON'T

Expect everyone to speak English. Be sure to learn a
few simple German phrases, even if it is just asking
how much something costs, or saying “please” and
“thank you.”

Expect every place to have air-conditioning.

Expect stores to be open late evenings or Sundays. On
weekdays, most stores close at 6:00 pm and on Sun-
days all stores are closed.

Make noise after 10 pm (except on New Year's Eve!).

Jaywalk. Austrians take their Highway Code very seri-
ously. Fines can be issued for jaywalking, and so you
will see people waiting at a red light, even if the roads
are clear.
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SPORT

Carinthia offers unlimited sports possibilities. It has many
inviting cycle paths that are ideal for bike tours. In sum-
mer, don't miss hiking in the mountains. Furthermore,
the exceptionally clean lakes offer excellent possibilities
for swimming and other water sports. In winter, enjoy
ice-skating on the frozen lakes, or go skiing or snowboar-
ding on Austria’s snow-covered mountains.

The area in and around Spittal has become a well-known
sports center. Go swimming and diving in Lake Millstatt,
skiing on Goldeck, or hiking in the Alps. Especially the vi-
sit of the “Granattor,” a mighty passage on the ridge of
the Millstatt Alp, makes your hiking adventure unforget-
table.

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EVENTS DURINGTHEWINTER SEMESTER

The Villacher “"Krampuslauf” in December is one of the
most famous parades in Austria. The “"Krampus” is a de-
mon who acts as a sort of an “Anti-Saint Nicholas.” Inste-
ad of bringing gifts to good children, he gives warnings
and punishments to the bad children. This creepy but
funny event attracts several thousands visitors each year.

When the temperature drops and a blanket of snow co-
vers Austria, adventrituals are also celebrated. Christmas
markets are a great opportunity to buy small Christmas
decorations, taste sweets and famous warm “Maroni”
(chestnuts), or drink mulled wine. The Christmas markets
in Carinthia as well as the ones in Salzburg or Innsbruck
are well worth a visit.

On New Year’s Eve, lots of balls and parties are orga-
nized. Carnival (locally called “Fasching”) is celebrated
with a lot of parades and parties in Carinthia. Villach is
actually considered Austria's carnival capital.

EVENTS DURING THE SUMMER SEMESTER

At the beginning of July, the Féte Blanche and the Whi-
te Nights take place at Lake Worth. People from all over
Austria visit this lifestyle event to celebrate — dressed
completely in white. During the summer months events
like the vintage carrally in the Nockberge region and the
Ironman or "Karnten lauft” (a large-scale running event)
are hosted in Klagenfurt. There are also numerous tradi-
tional and folkloristic events. The most famous one, the
“Villacher Kirchtag,” takes place in the beginning of Au-
gust and lasts for one week. Folk music concerts and pa-
rades with national costumes (“Trachten”) are organized
for this occasion and people from all over Austria and the
neighboring countries come to visit this unique event.

On August 15th, — “"Maria Himmelfahrt” (Assumption
Day) —there is a boats procession on Lake Worth, start-
ing at the picturesque peninsula of Maria Worth. You can
also enjoy arts and music festivals, for example aninter-
national street art festival or the famous classical music
festival “Carinthischer Sommer” (“Carinthian Summer”),
held mainly in Villach and around Lake Ossiach. Interna-
tional pop and rock acts perform in the Wérthersee Sta-
dium in Klagenfurt.
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A very special event during autumn is the Harley Davidson
Bike Week at Lake Faak in the first week of September. Aut-
hentic bikers and enthusiasts from all over the world visit Ca-
rinthia for this special occasion.

September is also known as the season for fairs and agricul-
tural conventions in Carinthia — most importantly in Klagen-
furt, Bleiburg and St. Veit an der Glan. Another “Kirchtag”-ty-
pe event, the “St. Veiter Wiesenmarkt,” takes place at the
end of September and lasts for 10 days.

Every international student must register at the local
municipal authorities [*Meldeamt”]

1. within three working days after arrival

2. when students move to a different apartment

3. when they leave Austria.

Please note that the landlord must sign
the form and a passport will be required for registration.

ID CARD

The student identity card will be issued within the first
week after arrival. It can be used to access CUAS campu-
ses, labs and rooms including library facilities. The ID card
allows all our students 24-hour access. (note: the library
only opens from 8am to 8pm). Additionally the ID card is
used to print on campus. Money needs to be uploaded in
advance and after that printing and copying is possible on
all CUAS printers on all CUAS campuses. Please do not for-
get to activate the card in the library.

COMPUTER FACILITIES AND WIFI ON CAMPUS

All CUAS campuses are well equipped with modern com-
puters and software and offer free internet access to all
students. With approximately 1,000 working stations (PCs
and laptops) and 200 server systems CUAS offers an ex-
cellent IT infrastructure.
